The Center Celebrates Kentucky’s Hosting of the Alltech FEI World Equestrian Games - September 25 - October 10

The Alltech FEI World Equestrian Games will be held at the Kentucky Horse Park in Lexington, KY Sept. 25 – Oct. 10, 2010. This exciting event is estimated to bring 800 to 900 competitors and hundreds of thousands of attendees. The Kentucky Artisan Center at Berea and the Governor’s Office of Agricultural Policy are partnering with the Tourism, Arts, and Heritage Cabinet, Kentucky Arts Council, and the Kentucky Department of Agriculture to give Kentucky Crafted, Kentucky Proud, and other Kentucky artisan products visibility and sales. 

The Tourism, Arts & Heritage Cabinet is developing a Kentucky Experience area that includes a Kentucky Product Pavilion. This pavilion will be located on the Horse Park grounds during the games, September 25 – October 10, 2010. The Kentucky Artisan Center at Berea (KACB) will operate a retail sales area in this pavilion, working cooperatively with the Governor’s Office of Agricultural Policy and the Kentucky Dept of Agriculture. A range of craft, two dimensional art, music, books, and food products regularly offered at the Center will be featured in this product area, with a special focus on horse and Kentucky-themed works. Products represented in the Kentucky Product Pavilion will include horse-themed works, but will also offer many other quality Kentucky products regularly carried at the Kentucky Artisan Center at Berea. General admission ticket holders, as well as event ticket holders, will have free admission to the Kentucky Experience pavilions.

During this period, the Kentucky Artisan Center at Berea will be open regular hours at its Berea site, and will feature a special exhibit, The Horse: Interpretations by Kentucky Artisans, on display August 28, 2010 – February 26, 2011. Henry Clay Visits the Kentucky Artisan Center at Berea

On Sunday, April 11, actor George McGee of Georgetown portrayed Henry Clay in a performance titled "Henry Clay - Kentucky’s Great Statesman" at the Kentucky Artisan Center at Berea.  Mr. McGee, who has been portraying Kentucky’s legendary historical figure Henry Clay for the past 17 years, walked through the center in costume to meet visitors prior to his performance.  “I was once told by a fellow actor that I looked like Henry Clay,” says McGee, who teaches theater at Georgetown College, “and this initial comment started me researching Henry Clay. The more I learned the more fascinated I became.” 

McGee’s performance followed Clay’s life and generated laughter when he coached two audience members to join him in portraying two of Clay’s rivals, John Quincy Adams and the fierce Andrew Jackson. McGee reenacted some of his famous duels complete with antique dueling pistols and sound effects from the audience. (photo) 

Clay’s tenure as Speaker of the House was the longest in U.S. history and he shaped the history of Congress by changing the Speaker of the House position from one of ‘rule enforcer’ to one of complex strategy by assigning people of his own political views to key congressional committees. For more than 40 years Henry Clay was a major player on the national political scene, renowned for his oratory and devotion to the Union. He was known by his supporters as the “Star of the West”  and while he ran for the Presidency three times, he was never elected.
