Kathy Bullock Presents “Singing in the Spirit: The African American Sacred Music Tradition” Sun., Oct. 5 at 3pm
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On Sunday, October 5, Berea College music professor Kathy Bullock will give a musical performance/presentation titled “Singing in the Spirit: The African American Sacred Music Tradition” from 3:00 – 4:00 at the Kentucky Artisan Center at Berea.

In this presentation, through songs, stories and performance, Dr. Bullock will take the audience on a musical journey from West Africa, through the middle passage, to the North American shores where the African American culture was forged. This participatory program includes rhythm tapping and response singing allowing the audience to experience the beauty, joy and power of this music and culture. 

Professor Kathy Bullock was born and raised in the District of Washington D.C. where her father was the minister of the large congregation at the original Mt. Bethel Baptist Church. Learning to read music and capturing music by ear in the traditional oral method that was alive in her Washington D.C. church community, Professor Bullock sang in choirs and was part of a four sister singing ensemble. She went on to earn her BA degree from Brandeis University in MA, and her Masters in Music and PHD in music theory, from Washington University in Kansas City. She is in her 18th year of teaching on the music faculty at Berea College and is the director of the Gospel Choir whose concerts are eagerly awaited each year by music lovers throughout the region. 
The musical presentation, “Singing in the Spirit: The African American Sacred Music Tradition” by Berea College professor Kathy Bullock will be held Sunday, October 5, 2008 beginning at 3:00 PM in the private dining room of the Kentucky Artisan Center at Berea. This presentation is free and open to the public and is funded in part by the Kentucky Humanities Council, Inc. and the National Endowment for the Humanities.

A new exhibition titled “Designed for Adornment: Silk & Sterling by Kentucky Artisans” opened Sept. 27 at the Kentucky Artisan Center at Berea and will be on display through January 26, 2009. This exciting exhibit features a wide array of silk clothing and accessories and silver jewelry. 

Kentucky has many talented artisans and jewelers who design works using a wide variety of metals. This exhibit showcases the ways that Kentucky’s artisans utilize the time honored precious metal - silver.  Sterling silver used for jewelry is traditionally formed into wire of different thickness as well as hammered and pressed into sheets for design and use. This exhibit showcases the talent and ingenuity of Kentucky jewelers working with this amazing precious metal. 

Jewelry artisans include Jo Ann Brennan, Louisville; Robbie Deane Cherry, Louisville; Becky Debord, Science Hill; Ken & Sally Gastineau, Berea;Steve Hosfeld, Berea; Allen Jewel, Versailles; Jeannette Landenwitch, Florence; Jennifer McLamb, Lexington; Jill Morzillo, Louisville; Jeannette Rowletts, Berea; Rachel Savane, Lexington; Joseph Schmidlin, Louisville; Felicia Szorad, Lexington; Robert Craig Thompson, Berea; Alicia White, Louisville; and Josie Lamb Williams, Lexington. 
The fiber artisans in the exhibit have used an array of techniques to construct clothing from silk fabric, and in addition many of the artisans have created or embellished the fabric itself using various surface design techniques such as painting and resist dyeing. The results are very unique garments that are truly wearable art. Also included are beautiful silk accessories such as scarves. Fiber artisans include Deborah Greene, La Grange; Judy Kushner, Georgetown; Mary McFarland, Brodhead;  Margaret Merida, Farmington; Mary Lamb Nehring, Versailles; Cecilia Ridge, Fisherville; and Cathy Vigor, Ashland.
