Special Horse Exhibit at the Kentucky Artisan Center at Berea

August 28, 2011 - February 26, 2011

The Center’s exhibition The Horse: Interpretations by Kentucky Artisans coincides with the 2010 Alltech FEI World Equestrian Games being held at the Kentucky Horse Park from Sept. 25 – Oct. 10, 2010. Kentucky is known internationally for its horses and this exhibit showcases how Kentucky artisans interpret this amazing animal. The exhibition includes both two and three dimensional works, including paintings, photography, sculpture, fiber works, metal, book arts, wood and clay.

 

Artistic familiarity comes naturally for several artists as the direct result of them being actively involved with horses as trainers and riders themselves. John T. Berry, of Midway, who creates dramatically realistic oil paintings and drawings, has had a 16-year career as a professional trainer and show rider specializing in Dressage and Janet Bailey Burch of Crestwood, has been teaching, showing, training and judging horses for most of her adult life, giving her a thorough knowledge of the structure of the horse to create her scroll sawn and carved wood sculptures.

In this exhibition the horse as a subject has been interpreted using realism, abstraction and whimsy. From the dream-like paintings by Mark Downey, of Butler, and the intricately rendered and imaginative pen and ink renderings of Lexington artist Wendy Currier, to the delicate wood scroll sawn horses created by Louisville sculptor Bob Diehl,  this exhibition has something for every horse lover to enjoy.

Kentucky Artisan Center Will Bring Kentucky Artisan Demonstrations & Products to the 2010 Alltech FEI World Equestrian Games

The Kentucky Artisan Center at Berea will bring the creative process to life every day in the Kentucky Experience’s Kentucky Proud Product Pavilion at the 2010 Alltech FEI World Equestrian Games being held at the Kentucky Horse Park Sept. 25 – Oct. 10, 2010. Each day Kentucky Artisan Center artisans will demonstrate, sign their books or perform. Food tastings will also be happening daily, coordinated by the Kentucky Department of Agriculture’s Kentucky Proud program, and the Governor’s Office of Agricultural Policy.

These events will be held adjacent to the Kentucky Artisan Center’s retail sales area in the Kentucky Proud Product Pavilion, where work by demonstrators and other Kentucky artisans will be available for purchase. The Kentucky Artisan Center is proud to be able to introduce Kentucky artisan-made works to visitors from all over the world. The Product Pavilion is part of The Kentucky Experience, designed to introduce visitors to Kentucky with its great products and experiences. Visitors with a single day grounds pass will be able to visit the Kentucky Experience pavilions as well a many other attractions on the grounds. 

The Alltech FEI World Equestrian Games are comprised of the world championships for eight equestrian sports and are held every four years, two years prior to the Olympic Games, and are governed by the Fédération Equestre Internationale (FEI).  Tickets for the Alltech FEI World Equestrian Games are on sale now at  www.ticketmaster.com. as well as at all Ticketmaster outlets. To purchase by phone, call the Ticketmaster hotline at 1-800-745-3000. Tickets for reserved seating will be available to each session of competition of the eight world championships of equestrian sport. A detailed pricing list can be found here.
