The 2010 Alltech FEI World Equestrian Games, the Olympics of the horse world, will be held at the Kentucky Horse Park in Lexington, Sept. 25 – Oct. 10, 2010. This exciting event will bring competitors and attendees from around the world.

The Tourism, Arts & Heritage Cabinet is developing a Kentucky Experience area that includes a Kentucky Product Pavilion located on the Horse Park grounds during the games, September 25 – October 10, 2010. The Kentucky Artisan Center at Berea (KACB) will operate a retail sales area in this pavilion, working cooperatively with the Governor’s Office of Agricultural Policy and the Kentucky Dept of Agriculture. A range of craft, two dimensional art, music, books, and food products regularly offered at the Kentucky Artisan Center will be featured in this product area, along with works having a special focus on horse and Kentucky-themes. General admission ticket holders, as well as event ticket holders, will have free admission to the Kentucky Experience Pavilions.

During this period, the Kentucky Artisan Center at Berea will be open regular hours at its Berea site.

Kentucky Artisan Center at Berea - Meeting & Event Spaces Available

The Kentucky Artisan Center has two rooms that can be rented by the public. The Center’s Conference Room holds 24 participants and its Private Dining Room has space for 48 participants.  With affordable rental rates, convenient interstate access, on-site catering, and a comfortable environment, these two rooms are perfect for meetings and events.  A podium with microphone and AV cart are available.

The Conference Room offers an intimate gathering place and is meant for smaller groups.  It is conveniently located near our front entrance, just off the lobby and has a pull down projection screen. Tables and chairs can be configured to suit your meeting needs and a podium with microphone and AV cart are available.

The Private Dining Room is excellent for larger gatherings and/or meetings and is opportunely located next to our Café. It has a pull down projection screen and tables and chairs can be set up in a variety of arrangements. 
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Both of these rooms are available from 8:30 a.m. to 1 hour before closing seven days a week.  Reservations are required.             
The Center’s café offers catering, with anything from snacks to full meals available. Those attending your event can also select food individually in the café servery. Meeting participants can pay individually, or a tab can be run for the entire group, with one payment being made by the organizer. Our catering includes a Breakfast Pastry Tray; Fresh Sliced Fruit Tray; Beer Cheese Tray; Chicken Strips Tray; and Boxed Lunches. Trays of food may be arranged in the room or a private buffet can be arranged. Assorted hot and cold beverages are also available. For special holiday dinners, linen service and full buffets are available.
