Kentucky Artisan Center Brought Kentucky Artisans to the World at 2010 Alltech FEI World Equestrian Games

The Kentucky Artisan Center at Berea created a Satellite Store at the 2010 Alltech FEI World Equestrian Games held at the Kentucky Horse Park Sept. 25 – Oct. 10, 2010, to provide visitors with a chance to take Kentucky artisan products home with them. Visitors not only shopped in the Kentucky Artisan Center at Berea’s Satellite Store in the Kentucky Proud Product Pavilion— but many also traveled on to Berea – to continue shopping throughout the town and at the Center for wonderful works made by Kentucky artisans.

Two Center Artisans Receive Governor’s Awards in the Arts

On October 28th in the Capital Rotunda in Frankfort, the Kentucky Arts Council awarded its 2010 recipients for the Governor’s Awards in the Arts, the Commonwealth’s highest honor in the arts. Loyal Jones of Berea received the 2010 Governor’s Folk Heritage Award for his contributions to Appalachian Studies and culture through his scholarship, writing, speaking, humor and storytelling. The Artist Award, which recognizes a lifetime of achievement by an artist who works in any discipline and resides in Kentucky, was awarded to Stephen Rolfe Powell of Danville.

In 1970 Jones established the Appalachian Center at Berea College and was the director until his retirement in 1993. In 2008, the Appalachian Center was renamed the Loyal Jones Appalachian Center in recognition of his distinguished career and accomplishments. Jones has taught, and written about traditional music, crafts, religion and humor and coordinated festivals of regional music, including the ‘Celebration of Traditional Music’ now in its 37th year. As an established author of 12 books which focus on Appalachian culture, Jones has contributed to conferences, organizations and journals. Books by Loyal Jones can be regularly found at the Kentucky Artisan Center at Berea.

Glass artist Stephen Rolfe Powell’s works are large in scale and require intense collaboration with other glass students and assistants. Using traditional glass blowing techniques, Powell has created new tools and methods of forming to achieve his large altered forms. He designs his pieces using strategically placed colorful murrini that he has created. Arranged in determined patterns, these colorful Murrini when heated, blend to create a rainbow of hues on Powell’s large-scale and long necked vessels. In 1997 he designed and built a new, state-of-the-art glass studio at Centre College, Danville, KY, which has since hosted many international glass artists. In 2007 the University of Kentucky Press released Stephen Rolfe Powell: Glassmaker, which is available at the Kentucky Artisan Center at Berea. Three of Powell’s large glass vessels are on display in the clearstory windows of the Kentucky Artisan Center’s lobby.
